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Operation Over-View

The Corporation will conduct business from three locations, each with separate limited access
and security.

The Grow Facility will have direct access by the General Manager, the Office Manager and the
Grow Master only. Other employees will not have keys or access unless accompanied by ane of
the three persons with direct access. Only product which is growing or drying and not yet ready
for sale will be kept on the premises.

The Warehouse will hold only finished, dried, packaged product ready for shipment. No product
other than dry packaged inventory ready for sale will be kept at the Warehouse. Access will be -
limited to the General Manager and the Office Manager only. Inventory will be pulled and
packaged for shipment at the Warehouse on a daily basis to fulfill orders received on the |
grewnus day. Orders packed and labeled for shipping will be transported to the Office location =.
aily

The Office will be accessible by the Public and have on-hand only previaus!v rd
that has been pulled and packed for shipping that day from the Wa ehouse. Tt
be picked up by the Contract Carrier daily and should only k 1and i
hours at most each day.

Production will take place in a free standing building of sufficient size to house a separate
sealed grow room capable of maintaining 31 or 32 plants during the vegetative stage, a
separate sealed flower room capable of maintaining 63 or 64 plants during the flower stage, a
separate sealed drying room capable of maintaining 31 or 32 plants in the drying stage and an
entrance area for storage and cleanup. It is estimated the production facility building will be
20'x30". The building is to be located some 150’ off road with no street visibility on a 2.5 acre

rural property.

Medical Cannabis will be produced in a fully controlled (temperature, CO;, humidity, light)
hydroponic/grow light environment. Only organic nutrients will be used in addition to local
water.

All production will be done in conformity with organic growing techniques in order to acquire
“Clean Green Certification” as arganically grown cannabis (see attachment).

Cannabis plants will be grown on an approximate 90 day cycle and the plants will move through
three stages and environments of 30 days each. Stage one will be in the Grow Room, moving to
the Flower Room for stages 2 and 3. The plants will then be harvested and allowed to dry for 3
to 4 weeks prior to packaging. A new group of plants would begin the production cycle every 30
days allowing for a harvest of 31 or 32 plants every 30 days. |

Itis anticipated that 31 or 32 plants harvested every 30 days will yield approximately 4 product
ounces each for a total of no less than 7°/s pounds (124 ounces). At this time we have no data
